 Prices shown under “account setup” show the minimal amount required to setup an MIH 

 account. For University of Toronto users, this typically is performed through use of an 

 internal debit memo.  For the equipment listed below, debit memos should be directed to 

 MIH account number:  FC 103590, CC 15332.  For each service, the component of the funds listed under “startup” below which is utilized to setup the necessary account interfaces, network linkages, and required training for research staff members is shown in parentheses for each item. The remainder of the startup funds is put toward chargeable time on each unit. Thus for the fluorescent microscope, $200 of the total $450 necessary to setup an account is put toward covering the above costs;  while the remaining $250 is put toward chargeable time on the microscope. Thus following account setup, a member of the Faculty of Pharmacy would have 10 hours of available time on this microscope (10 hrs x $25/hrs = $250). By contrast a non-academic external user would have only 5.5 hours of available time (5.5 hrs x $45/hrs ~ $250). Upon utilization of these hours, users can renew their account for amounts listed under “account renewal”. For account renewal hours, all funds are put toward chargeable time on the instrument. In the event that a user does not utilize all their chargeable hours upon completion of their project, unused funds will be returned to the investigator.
